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The past few months have been a whirlwind of activity around
Town Hall. Chief among that activity is the Council and Staff
working through strategic initiatives and the related Budget for
the next fiscal year. We plan to continue to live within our
means and thus no property tax increases is planned for the
upcoming fiscal year. However, with a 62% increase in water
rates from the North Texas Municipal Water District over the
prior 6-years, there is a proposed 15% increase for water rates.
Darion Culbertson, Baged on the average usage of 15,000 gallons, this increase
bl will raise the average water bill by approximately $9/month.

Let me share our strategic initiatives:
e Infrastructure: Completion of Phase 2 and Phase 3 of Street Improvement

Plan.

e Economic Development: Update the Vision and the Plan for our Commercial

Planned Development District.
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e Customer Focus/Resident Communication: New Town Newsletter/Magazine;
New Shop Fairview website; and, Resident Perception survey.

Customer Focus/Town identity: New holiday event and establishment of a
“Destination Fairview” ad hoc citizens committee.

e Fiscal responsibility: Shifting of Water debt to the Water Fund and establish-
ment of a Council visioning session to add to the budgeting process.

e Public safety: Enhance Fire/EMS response with upgraded fire dispatch with
Wylie.

To better explain these initiatives and to share in greater detail the fiscal year’s
budget, the council will be hosting several Town Hall meetings within various
locations of town. We are in the midst of finalizing locations and dates. We will
include that information both on the Town’s website and in next month’s
newsletter.

Maintaining accessibility and availability such that questions and concerns can
be addressed, as well as listening to and sharing ideas are paramount fi
